What to Bring to Camp...
We require your child to bring the
following, labeled items to camp:

Snack (and a bag lunch if staying for lunch)
Water bottle – send your camper with fresh water

every day, in a reusable, labeled water bottle. We do

have a water fountain for refills.

Complete change of clothes, including underwear

and socks – our campers are likely to get wet &

muddy.

A plastic/separate bag for wet and/or muddy

clothing that they change out of to go into

Raincoat / Rain poncho (no umbrellas please)

Closed-toe, comfortable shoes that can get wet –

sneakers are fine. Water shoes/sandals/Crocs are

best for creek days. Rain boots spill over and fill with

water, leaving campers uncomfortable. We only

recommend boots when we go to the pond.

Teachers will alert you the day before when we plan

on going to the pond.

Sunscreen – please apply sunscreen on your child

before dropping them off at camp. You may pack

sunscreen in their bag to reapply mid-day. 

Bug Spray – this is not required, but highly

recommended.

Hat (optional) – to protect from sun & insects. 

Backpack to hold all of the above belongings.

Frequently Asked Questions
1. What is the camper-to-teacher ratio?

We have a 6:1 camper-to-teacher ratio. We have a capacity of 15-18 campers
for our 3 full-time staff. We often have volunteers join us for camp, making
that ratio lower on those days or weeks. We keep our ratios small to ensure
the safest environment for exploring outdoors together.

2. Are staff and volunteers required to fill out a background check?

Yes, all staff, volunteers and anyone else attending camp must have a
background check completed through BCPF before attending camp. 

3. Are staff trained in first-aid?

Yes, at least two staff members are certified in first-aid and CPR for
both adults and children. All 3 staff members carry a first-aid kit and a
cell phone in case of an emergency. Staff also carry the emergency
contact information for all campers with them when we leave the
building.

4. Are staff members ever alone with children?

No. We try our best to avoid one-on-one interactions with campers. This
may look like sending campers in groups on emergency bathroom
breaks and always staying together as a group when outside of the
building. 

5. Will I get more information before camp starts?

Yes, you will receive an email about a week before camp starts with all
of the information you need for camp the following week. This includes
a reminder about the dates and times, what to pack, where to meet,
etc.



Assumption of Risk and Waiver of Liability

Please read carefully before registering for a Baird Creek program. By registering for
and participating in a Baird Creek program, I acknowledge and agree to the
following:

Assumption of Risk
I understand that participation in Baird Creek educational programs involves
inherent risks, including but not limited to personal injury, illness, disability, death,
or property damage. I voluntarily assume all such risks for myself and/or my
child(ren) and accept full responsibility for any injury, loss, or damage that may
occur in connection with participation.

Release and Waiver of Liability
On behalf of myself and my child(ren), I hereby release, covenant not to sue,
discharge, and hold harmless the Baird Creek Preservation Foundation, including
its employees, agents, volunteers, and representatives, from any and all claims,
liabilities, demands, actions, damages, costs, or expenses of any kind arising out of
or related to participation in Baird Creek programs.

Medical Responsibility and Insurance
I represent that I have adequate insurance to cover any injury or illness that I or my
child(ren) or I may suffer or cause while participating. I agree to bear all costs
related to any such injury or illness. I further affirm that neither I nor my child(ren)
nor I have any medical or physical condition that would interfere with safe
participation, or that I voluntarily assume all risks and associated costs related to
any such condition.

Legal Jurisdiction
I agree that any legal action related to this waiver or participation in Baird Creek
programs shall be brought in the state in which the Baird Creek Preservation
Foundation is located, and that the laws of that state shall govern. If any portion of
this waiver is found to be unenforceable, the remaining portions shall remain in full
force and effect.



Assumption of Risk and Waiver of Liability Cont.

Minors
If I am registering a minor, I certify that I am the parent or legal guardian of the
child(ren) and that I consent to their participation. I agree to indemnify and hold
harmless the Baird Creek Preservation Foundation from any claims, including those
alleging negligence, brought by or on behalf of the minor in connection with
participation.

Emergency Medical Care
In the event of an emergency, I authorize the Baird Creek Preservation Foundation
and its representatives to obtain emergency medical treatment for myself and/or
my child(ren) if I cannot be reached. I agree to be financially responsible for any
medical care provided.

Outdoor & Environmental Risks
I understand that Baird Creek educational programs may take place outdoors and
may involve uneven terrain, weather conditions, insects, plants, wildlife, use of tools
or natural materials, and other natural or man-made hazards. I voluntarily assume
all risks associated with these conditions.

Program Conduct
I understand that the Baird Creek Preservation Foundation reserves the right to
remove any participant whose behavior is unsafe or disruptive, without refund.

Acknowledgement and Agreement
I acknowledge that I have had sufficient time to read and understand this waiver
and that I am voluntarily agreeing to its terms. I understand that participation in
these programs may not be permitted without agreeing to this waiver, and I agree
that this is a reasonable condition of participation.

Electronic Agreement
I understand that by checking the acknowledgment box during registration, I am
providing my electronic signature and agreeing to be legally bound by this waiver.
